· The other concern is the anti-nutrient content of Muntingia calabura leaves, which contain high amounts of phytate, alkaloids, saponins and alkaloids, but you did not determine the chemical composition of the plant leaves.  Before feeding any kind of feed to the animal, you need to evaluate the anti-nutrient content and toxicity of plants, but you didn’t do this.  You need to know what to feed your animal. This is an animal welfare issue.
