	This study investigates the impact of prolonged exposure to automobile spray paints on liver function and oxidative stress biomarkers among painters in Jos, Nigeria. The authors categorized participants based on years of experience and analyzed blood samples for liver enzymes (AST, ALT, ALP) and oxidative stress markers (SOD, GSH, CAT, MDA). The findings indicate that long-term exposure to paint chemicals is associated with elevated liver enzyme levels and oxidative stress, suggesting potential liver damage and systemic health risks. Additionally, the study highlights a concerning lack of awareness regarding paint constituents, health hazards, and the limited use of personal protective equipment (PPE) among the painters.

	1. The sample size calculation does not include the confidence interval and expected effect size.
2. The sample of 52 participants is too small for the findings to be generalized over a larger population of automobile body painters.

3. Snowballing method reduces diversity therefore the findings address a selective minor population only.

4. Participants with pre-existing health conditions might affect the results. Such an effect would provide significant insights into the recruitment, precautions, training, safety, environmental conditions for such jobs.

5. Alcohol and smoking could influence liver function and oxidative stress biomarkers. Did the participants have such conditions.
6. What is the exposure duration of the participants, socioeconomic status, food habits any other demographic information that relates to health and keeping oneself healthy.
7. Remove the tables that duplicate information already provided in the text, such as Tables 6, 7, and 8.
