(2004) on histamine fish poisoning, though, informative but outdated. Replacing supplementing such references with recent studies will enhance the manuscript’s relevance. 

Therefore, I recommend updated references in key areas like for the seafood microbiology and histamine-producing bacteria “a comprehensive review in microorganisms on histamine-producing bacteria (HPB) in seafood by Oktariani et al. (2022)” can be used.
