Example:

"The systemic RV has an adaptive capacity to cope with increased afterload, which may explain the delay in the onset of symptoms."

Could be clearer as: "The systemic RV can adapt to increased afterload, which may delay symptom onset." 

The sentence "left sided RV functioning as the systemic ventricle" is slightly unclear. It could be stated as: "The right ventricle, functioning as the systemic ventricle on the left side, was dilated and hypertrophic." 

Typographical Errors:

Example: “left( tricuspid) AVVR” should be “left (tricuspid) AVVR” (spacing issue).

"Very rarely few patients remain asymptomatic until the seventh decade as in our case (5)."

This would be clearer as: "Rarely, some patients remain asymptomatic until their seventh decade, as seen in our case (5)."

	The case report has a strong novelty and clinical significance, but it needs minor grammatical errors, terminology inconsistencies, and a more detailed discussion of prognosis to make it clearer and have more impact.
