In the face of decreasing funding for HIV programs, it is imperative that HIV services including prevention, testing, linkage to care and retention services be integrated into existing healthcare structures  than remain siloed or stand-alone. The conclusion here can be misleading with the word determining. The topic seeks to identify health care worker factors contributing to HIV testing service integration. So it’s better to state “Conclusion: This study showed Healthcare Workers’ age, gender, the cadre of Healthcare Worker and training on HIV Testing Service Integration as factors contributing to HIV Testing Service Integration within Primary Healthcare facilities of Homabay County”

	Yes. The methods used for data collection and analysis were sound. 
Corrections: 

1. In section 2.4 Data collection methods, correct development to developed in the sentence
“Quantitative data was collected using a structured questionnaire which was developed based on the available of resources, study objective and the type of data”
2. Proposed correction for sentence in the results section; “Findings showed statistically significant association between HIV Testing Service Integration and Healthcare Workers aged 25-35 years (95%CI=1.22-1.68, p-value=0.001), female Healthcare Workers (95%CI=1.24-2.03, p=0.002), Nursing cadre of HCW (95%CI=0.95-4.05, p-value=0.003) and training on HIV Testing Service Integration (95%CI=5.39-5.84, p-value=0.025)” 

Stated this way creates confusion in the reader because age is not statistically related to HIV service integration. 

Proposed correction:  Younger Healthcare Workers aged 25-35 years were more likely to implement HIV service integration ((95%CI=1.22-1.68, p-value=0.001) compared to those 36 and above. Additionally, female Healthcare Workers showed statistically significant association to integrating HIV testing services in primary healthcare (95%CI=1.24-2.03, p=0.002) compared to their male counterparts (95%CI = 4.29-5.27, p-value = 0.090). Do same for the other factors. 
3. Similarly, in the discussion section, it’s hard to prove the assertion that female healthcare workers impacted integration of HIV testing services in a cross sectional study. A better way is to say female healthcare workers showed significant association in contributing to HIV testing service integration.
4. In the conclusion section, in the sentence “This study showed Healthcare Workers’ age, gender, cadre and training on HIV Testing Service Integration as factors determining HIV Testing Service Integration in Primary Healthcare facilities of Homabay County. The word determining is misleading. Better stated as in the topic …as factors contributing to HIV Testing Service Integration….

5. Optionally, in the discussion and/or conclusion, you can add the factors such as negative attitude, lack of skills and work load negatively affected HIV testing service integration. This is a strong recommendation because case overload (workload) is stated in the abstract section as hindrance to integration. 
6. Add in the recommendation section to community factors, we can also explore patient-related factors, structural or organizational factors that affect service integration.
