	The abstact is comprehensive and captures the purpose, method and findings. However, the author need to be coherent and critical in the choice sentences. For instance, some sentences are unnecessarily long and in some cases, some words are misspelt as in the case of  “ study finds” errors like of nature could easily the reader. Also, overgeneralisation should be avoided at all cost.
	

	Is the manuscript scientifically, correct? Please write here.
	The Manuscript is scientifically correct. However, The paper could benefits from theories, Theories of social disorganisation, urban poverty and conflict could provide explicit groundings for the manuscript. Also the methodological justification of the study. The manuscript needs a more detailed justification of the rationale behind the choice of the methodology.
