	REVIEWER’S COMMENTS
The article looks promising, but a number of points need to be clarified:

1) The introduction lack statement of the research problem. The author needs to reconstruct the Introduction section of the paper to clearly articulate the research problem in terms of the research hypotheses which are completely missing.

2) The theoretical review should be devoted to a discussion of the Efficiency Wage Theory: theory. The empirical literature review is poorly articulated. What conclusion does the empirical literature review lead to, what is the scientific gap that proves the relevance of the study?

3). The obtained results imply. The manuscript is not scientifically robust because the Methodology adopted so far is not scientific. Estimation Technique and Procedures are totally missing. To account for potential endogeneity in the estimation environment, the author should estimate the hypothesized model using the generalized method of moment (GMM). Also, test for the validity of instruments based on the Sargan and Hansen statistics.

4) For robustness check of the GMM estimates, the use of ERROR CORRECTION MODEL should be estimated to ascertain national minimum wage and workers’ productivity. And the Durbin-Wu-Hausman test for endogeneity should be conducted for additional validation. Also, estimates should be disaggregated for different employment population subgroups. 

5). Does the minimum wage increases had a significant influence on overall wage growth during the study period? This question the author should answer based on estimation.

6). How was the data on the minimum wage measured and calculated? Did the author utilize daily, quarterly or monthly time series? Same question has not been answered for and workers’ productivity. In order to assess the time series characteristics and be certain that the time series are manifestations of stochastic processes, the author will have to conduct unit root test utilizing the Augmented Dicker-Fuller and Phillip-Perron techniques.

7) The discussion of results and research findings is not detailed enough in explaining the intended outcomes of the policy intervention as regards the effects of national minimum wage and workers’ productivity in Lagos State. The analysis of results obtained for both the short and long run periods were not compared to the findings of previous researches that are related.

8) Lastly, conclusion is very poor and inadequate as it has not been linked to policy implications that are actionable by offering concrete suggestions based on research finings or examples of successful interventions based on the study’s results. Who are those to benefit from the research implications and findings?
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
