	The abstract provides an extensive view about the dual nature of urbanization, as both a driver of climate-related challenges and a potential source of innovative solutions. However, several aspects of the abstract could benefit from refinement. Try to fix the below points;
· The phrase ‘varies studies from diverse studies’ is excessive. Similarly, the emphasis on innovative solutions and best practices is repeated without adding much more shade, which could be compressed for conciseness.
· The abstract tries to accomplish too much and introduces many ideas (e.g., green infrastructure, urban resilience, policy frameworks, etc.) without clearly elaborating or prioritizing or summarizing. Think about narrowing down the scope and perhaps presenting a clearer organization - e.g., framing around the problem, method (meta-analysis), findings, implications.

· The term “life-over-growth paradigm shift” feels rather powerful here but could be clarified or contextualized more clearly (especially in an academic paper). Additionally, ending with “navigate the climatic and environmental challenges of tomorrow” feels a bit weak and could be more descriptive.
