	Methodology:

Sampling Frequency: The study would have benefited from more frequent sampling during the course of the fruiting period. This would allow us to assess changes in fruit fly populations more gradual on a daily or weekly time scale.

Control Orchards: Have orchards that you have not applied any treatment on for comparison. This will enable a clearer assessment of the efficacy of the management strategies (e.g., methyl eugenol traps and neem seed kernel extract).

Weather Data Correlation - The addition of meteorological data (temperature, rainfall, and humidity) can improve the study as such environmental factors are known to affect the dynamics of the fruit fly populations.

Trapping Methodology: A wider variety of traps (e.g. protein bait, pheromone traps and visual traps) can be evaluated to determine which given method is most efficient in different types of orchards and/or climactic regimes.

Larval and Pupal Stages Monitoring: Soil sampling to monitor the larval and pupal stages of the fruit flies in the field, may give us more insight into the entire life stage and time of peak infestation.

Results:

Statistical analysis: Using statistical analysis (for example, ANOVA or regression analysis) would have confirmed the differences in infestation of both the two districts and over the period of season and validated our findings to a statistically significant level.

Conversative Analysis: A comparison of the prevalence in organic vs. conventional guava orchards might be included to determine whether management practices (e.g., spray programs) are related to prevalence.

Yield data: The addition of specific yield data of guava per site would enable direct extrapolation of losses of fruit to economic losses resulting from the action of fruit flies.
