However, the study's focus is limited to a single health facility, and the sample size is very small (60 participants). This restriction may have an impact on the relevancy of the results to a larger population of pregnant women in the region. Expanding the study to include various health facilities from different districts or areas might improve the results' external validity and applicability.
· Further, the manuscript presents data using percentages, which is though informative but it can be enhanced by incorporating elements such as charts or graphs. Visual representations make data easier to understand as well as more presentable for the readers.
