This in my opinion can be relevant for forensic science, nutrition, and clinical diagnostics.

2- The conclusion should be clearer. 

3- Instead of implying that hair analysis could be the best diagnostic tool, it should say that it might serve as a useful supplement in certain cases.

4- Add specific p-values and improve the language

	1- The introduction gives a lot of background on hair and blood, but it should adhere to  the research aim more directly.

2- The discussion should mention that hair analysis can be influenced by external factors (e.g., diet, environmental contamination).

3- The study suggests hair analysis is promising, but without a strong correlation, the author has to be more cautious towards this claim.

	Mostly yes, but some references are outdated. The authors have to benefit from adding recent studies on hair biomarker analysis and kidney function markers.

	The paper needs better grammar and better language as a whole. Some phrases has mistakes, e.g.:

"The hair which where process to get the filtrate..."

Should be corrected into: 

"The hair samples were processed to obtain the filtrate."

The introduction has lots of  unnecessary details about hair history that don’t connect to the study.
