I recommend that the authors include the Latin name of the studied plant in the keywords, as it is recognized by various names internationally. Specifically, it is known as eggplant in the United States, Canada, Australia, New Zealand, and the Philippines; aubergine in the United Kingdom and Ireland; brinjal in India, Singapore, Malaysia, and South Africa; and baigan in India and Guyana. Including the scientific name Solanum melongena would significantly enhance the article's visibility across various academic networks.

	The submitted manuscript effectively follows the journal's structure, encompassing the abstract, introduction, methodology, results and discussion, conclusion, acknowledgments, competing interests, authors' contributions, consent, ethical approval, and tables.

The introduction provides a factual background, defines the problem clearly, and offers a brief overview of relevant literature, along with the scope and justification for the work conducted. In accordance with the guidelines, I recommend including the full Latin name (Solanum melongena L.). The "Materials and Methods" section presents adequate information for replicating the experiment. However, there is a lack of discussion and references concerning the accompanying photos. The results are clearly articulated and concisely presented, with parameters organized under appropriate subheadings.

The discussion refrains from reiterating the results and instead offers a comprehensive interpretation of the data, elucidating the significance of the findings. Relevant citations support these conclusions.

It is important to note that Tables 1, 2, and 3 are positioned before the discussion and interpretation of the results, while the journal's requirements stipulate that they should be placed afterward. This arrangement made it challenging for me, as a reader, to follow their interpretation. Additionally, the manuscript lacks references to the text regarding the photographs, figures, and tables. Overall, the data presented in the tables are scientifically robust and statistically analyzed.
