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	Albizzia lebbeck has a long history of use in traditional medicine, particularly for treating respiratory conditions such as asthma, bronchitis, and tuberculosis. The present study concluded that Albizia lebbeck exhibit high antimicrobial activity against Streptococcus.aureus, S.pyogens, S.pneumonia .The results of the present study, as of previous workers; validate the use of A. lebbeck bark to cure various ailments.
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
