	This study aimed to determine the incidence of insect pests and their natural enemies on black gram. While the study's premise appears sound, the manuscript requires significant revision to improve clarity, coherence, and scientific rigor.

The abstract lacks a clearly stated objective. The Materials and Methods section is insufficient, failing to detail the study design, layout, and sampling procedures. Furthermore, the method of weather data collection and analysis is unclear. The manuscript does not specify the statistical techniques used for analysis.

The results section lacks integration with the tables and figures, as they are not cited within the text. The reported non-significant correlation results raise concerns about the analytical procedures. Specifically, the method used to correlate weather variables (per Standard Meteorological Week) with observed insect pest incidence needs to be carefully re-examined.

The findings appear inconsistent with established literature, and the discussion and conclusion sections do not adequately align with the presented results. Furthermore, the cited literature does not consistently support the study's findings.

Please carefully review the comments provided within the manuscript. I strongly recommend a thorough re-evaluation of the data, followed by a clear and comprehensive revision of the abstract, Materials and Methods, and Results sections.

The statement that the correction for weather variables is not significant is questionable, given the well-established influence of weather on insect pest incidence. This discrepancy warrants particular attention during the data re-evaluation and analysis.
