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	Accurate delineation of Melia species is vital for several reasons as it enables us to understand the evolutionary relationships and genetic diversity within the genus, providing insights into its evolutionary history and potential future adaptation.
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	The taxonomic status of Melia is uncertain because of its variable anatomical and morphological features. So, integrative approach using traditional taxonomic methods with molecular techniques is mandatory to address the challenges associated with Melia species delineation. The presence of cultivated varieties and morphotypes has added to ongoing species complexity between Melia dubia and Melia azedarach. 
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
