· Remove the word fruits where it is redundant, as it is already clear that pointed gourd is a fruit
· Add the scientific name of pointed gourd (Trichosanthes dioica Roxb.) at its first mention, and format it according to proper scientific nomenclature

· However, improvements are needed in terminology usage and word formatting to enhance clarity and readability

	This article is generally well written but requires improvements in terminology consistency, in-text citations, and references. In particular, the Discussion section should be strengthened by using more direct reporting of findings (Ex. Kumar et al. (2021) reported that...) rather than writing in the style of a literature review. This approach is recommended to clearly demonstrate how previous research supports or contrasts with the current findings.
