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	Inverted follicular keratosis is a rare benign anexial tumor, caracterized by a verrucous papule that predominates on the face or neck. 
Given the absence of distinctive clinical features, which is why it is confused with other proliferative malignant lesions of the skin, histopathological examination is the gold standard for the diagnosis of Inverted Follicular Keratosis.
Since this condition can be confused with malignant lesions such as melanoma, correct diagnosis is essential to avoid more aggressive surgical procedures with the resulting aesthetic disfigurement.
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
