"Around 95% population in India resides in malaria endemic areas" another major national statistic that is not properly citated. 

"In 2024, India exited WHO's High Burden to High Impact (HBHI) group"
This claim is significant and requires citations with a 2024 WHO report.

"Resistance of Plasmodium falciparum to chloroquine"
While well-known, this should still be cited. It’s foundational to the argument for plant-based alternatives. Which is the central theme of this manuscript.
