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	The topic of this paper is important and interesting for two reasons:

(i) International trade and trade policy are always up-to-date issues, given the strategic position of international trade in economic growth. Trade diversification in both traded commodities and export destination countries is required for sustainable economic growth (https://www.berl.co.nz/economic-insights/importance-diversification-trade).  

(ii) The analytical tools used to evaluate changes in trade between countries (panel data analysis) are more sophisticated than OLS multiple regression analysis.

However, it is questionable why time series data for only 5 years (2013 - 2017) is used.

The data is available in UN Comtrade for 1990 - 2023. Had we analyzed data for the last 10 or 20 years, the results might have been different.  Because 5 years is too short to capture changes in international trade unless you want to capture extreme conditions (shocks) such as COVID-19 or the Russia-Ukraine War. 
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Nevertheless, it should be emphasized that the selection of the Fixed Effect (FE) model is not intentionally (subjective reason) but indeed following the objective of econometric testing based on the results of the Hausmann test which shows that the FE model is the most suited to be used. 
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
