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	The study effectively combines multiple analytical techniques (FTIR, UV-Vis, and GC-MS) to provide a comprehensive phytochemical profile of Cola hispida. The research addresses the limited existing data on this traditionally important plant, which is a key strength. The interpretation of spectral data (FTIR and UV-Vis) and chromatographic results (GC-MS) is generally sound, linking specific chemical features to compound classes. The discussion of the variations in phytochemical content across different solvent fractions logically connects to the polarity of the solvents used.

The manuscript is well-organised, with clear descriptions of the methodology and presentation of results in tables and figures. However, improving the resolution of figures would enhance the overall presentation. 
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
