Editor’s Comment:
This is an interesting finding noted. Myxoma is the most common neoplasm encountered in many series, commonly involving the left atrium, with the right atrial location occurring in about one-fifth of cases. Primary cardiac tumours are uncommon, being documented at an estimated low incidence of less than 0.19%. The authors have emphasized the need of multimodality diagnostic procedures for arriving at a diagnosis and the need of histopathology for confirmation of the type.
With due consideration to the reviewer's comments and the revision done, the decision on the manuscript  for the Asian Journal of Cardiology Research  is  Accepted.
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
