Editor’s Comment:
I see that the authors have satisfactorily responded to the referees' comments. However, the authors need to make some minor corrections, such as:
1. Figures 1-4, 7, and 8 appear in the manuscript but are not mentioned in the text of the article.
2. Authors should carefully review the referencing system used by the JERR journal. They are encouraged to review articles previously published by JERR. References at the end of the article should be listed alphabetically by the first author's last name. In the text, citations should be given as (first author's last name, year of publication).
3- The Abstract can be further condensed by replacing "by the use of" with "using"; "These conventional techniques" with "These techniques." It is unknown why the numbers 1 and 23 appear in the Abstract. If they are references, in addition to not following the JERR rules for referencing, THERE SHOULD BE NO REFERENCES IN THE ABSTRACT.
After making the above minor corrections, the manuscript can be published.
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
