a) Your sample size of 100 respondents provides valuable insights, a more detailed explanation of how representative this sample is particularly, in terms of urban versus rural populations, socio-economic status, and ethnic diversity would enhance the study’s validity and generalizability.
b)  By incorporating a comparative analysis with CSA reporting trends in other districts that share similar legal and cultural contexts could situate your findings within a broader national or even global discussion, adding depth and perspective to your conclusions.
c) The issue of weak enforcement is effectively highlighted, but a more granular examination of specific institutional failures such as challenges within law enforcement, judicial inefficiencies, etc. would offer clearer direction for policy reform and institutional strengthening.
d) Additionally, integrating an analysis of the psychological consequences of CSA on survivors would provide a more comprehensive understanding of the issue, highlighting the long-term impact and the need for trauma-informed support systems.
Overall, your study makes a significant contribution by exposing systemic shortcomings and suggesting actionable interventions. These additions would enhance the study’s depth, relevance, and practical application.
	a) Sample Size and Representativeness

Thank you for highlighting the issue of sample representativeness. The study’s sample size was determined using Yamane’s (1967) formula, ensuring statistical validity given the large population of children in Arusha District. Due to time and financial constraints, I limited my study to 100 respondents. The topic's sensitive nature required guardian consent, which influenced participant availability. While this study provides critical insights, broader geographic representation could be considered in future research.
b) Comparative Analysis Across Districts
While comparative analysis would have enriched the study, financial and logistical constraints made it challenging to extend research beyond the Arusha District. My goal was to establish a foundational understanding of CSA within this region, hoping that future research, potentially supported by stakeholders, could expand on these findings.

c) Institutional Failures and Weak Enforcement

Your suggestion to further examine institutional shortcomings is greatly appreciated. My findings highlight a clear disconnect between institutional claims and the lived experiences of CSA victims and their families. While government agencies report proactive efforts—including educational initiatives, policy enforcement, and legal interventions—qualitative data from victims and families tells a very different story.

Interviews reveal that victims who report abuse often face systemic neglect, corruption, and a lack of enforcement, resulting in perpetrators walking free. Many families expressed frustration at the absence of accessible protection services, with some unaware of existing child protection policies or where to seek help. Although institutions maintain that they are fulfilling their roles effectively, community narratives strongly contradict this, exposing gaps that prevent these policies from translating into real protections.

Therefore, my findings do not evaluate institutional self-assessments but rather bring forward the voices of victims, showcasing the ways in which the system fails them despite formal policies being in place. This discrepancy underscores the need for greater accountability and institutional reform.
d) Psychological Consequences of CSA
Your suggestion to integrate an analysis of the psychological effects of CSA on survivors is insightful. My findings indicate that victims receive limited support compared to what institutions claim to provide. Due to resource constraints, my study did not extensively examine long-term trauma or access to psychological support systems. However, testimonies reinforce the urgent need for trauma-informed interventions, which future studies may explore.
