	1. In Section 2 on Literature Review, line 7 of the first paragraph, where is Mahendragarh, Haryana?
2. What is FTIR—the author used many abbreviations. The full name or meaning of the abbreviation must be stated in full at first citing.

3. In the citing of Enoch’s work in Cross River state of Nigeria, the author identified wet and dry seasons but did not give separate research reports for wet and dry reason. This is necessary for comparability.
4. The author should mention the pollutant tolerant plants.

5. In Section 4.1, the first sentence should read—This paper NOT this chapter. It would seem this paper is taken out of a dissertation or thesis which is in order.

6. In Table 2, I wish the author could do a more critical interpretation. For example, the values for Tap Water (which is government supplied I think) is the lowest in the number and intensity of contaminants except for mercury. What is the explanation for this and what are the implications for policy?

7. In the research results, where are the results of the satellite imagery Landsat 8 and Sentinel 2 employed in the methodology in the discussion of the Land Use Land Cover changes.

8. Figures 1 and 2 are NOT referred to in the text. They are wasted if they could not aid the discussion or the research results.

9. In Section 4.6 and in the discussion of the effect of this research on water infrastructure, do we have the actual cost/cost burden of the quarry dust in the dry and wet seasons? This is what will add value to the paper.
