	The article under review addresses an important and timely topic: the welfare of animals in laboratory research based on the 3Rs principles (Replacement, Reduction, Refinement). These principles are gaining increasing significance in the context of strengthening ethical standards in scientific research, promoting international collaboration, and enhancing regulatory oversight of animal use in experiments. The relevance of this topic lies in the necessity to maintain a balance between the scientific demand for experimental data and the humane treatment of laboratory animals.
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	In many countries, including the member states of the European Union, strict requirements exist regarding the training of specialists involved in the planning and implementation of animal experiments. For example, according to the legislation of the Czech Republic (Act No. 246/1992 Coll., on the Protection of Animals against Cruelty), it is mandatory to obtain a certificate of professional competence in order to design experiments. An example of such certification is provided by the Ministry of Agriculture of the Czech Republic, confirming that a specialist has completed training at the University of Veterinary Sciences in Brno and successfully passed the examination for the right to design animal experiments (Certificate of professional competence for designing experiments and experimental projects under Section 15d (3) of Act No. 246/1992 Coll., CZ 04526). From a scientific perspective, the article has several methodological shortcomings. First and foremost, despite the declared format of a systematic review, the paper lacks a clearly defined search strategy. Specific search queries and inclusion/exclusion criteria are not provided. The use of reputable databases such as Scopus, Web of Science, and Frontiers—which include high-quality peer-reviewed sources—would have significantly improved the review’s rigor and transparency. It is also worth noting the absence of a dedicated "Discussion" section. Such a section is essential for critically interpreting the presented data, addressing the study’s limitations, and outlining potential directions for the development and implementation of the 3Rs principles in practice. Overall, despite the relevance of the chosen topic, the article requires further refinement both methodologically and content-wise. A clearer systematization of sources and a more comprehensive discussion of the findings would substantially enhance the scientific value of the work.
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
