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	One of the strengths of the article is the attempt to demonstrates that soybean price volatility is driven by multiple domestic and international factors altogether by using a large sample size and a stratified sampling, as well as a wide list of secondary data for a period of five years. This perspective can inspire even more new studies aiming at understanding soybean price volatility in a more complex way, even so other authors have already considered various factors influencing price volatility. However, the article has some limitations. The abstract mentions that factors such as rainfall patterns and farmers ´storage and financial capacities also influence soybean price volatility. Nevertheless, these factors are not well explored in the analysis. More information on these factors´ specific influence on soybean price volatility would be very important from the perspective of foreign scholars that have no specialized knowledge on the particularities of Indian soybean production and market conditions. Considering even others aspects of soybean production and market conditions would be useful for foreign scholars such as more details on the pattern of rainfall, the infrastructure and system of transportation of soybean to the market and if they can be badly affected by heavy rain; easy access to credit and technical support by producers, etc., as well as how in fact Covid pandemic affected production and, consequently, the supply of soybean to the markets, the specific time it occurred and how did producers surpass this difficult time.  As a matter of fact, these “limitations” of the article only reflect the limits of statistical study. Anyway, as a foreign scholar, I would like to have more information on those points. 
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
