	This manuscript addresses an important and under-discussed area of public health, the systematization of care for elderly individuals in primary health care settings. Given the aging population and increasing complexity of care needs in LMICs, similar studies are required for identifying gaps and guiding improvements in systems. The review also promotes the standard of elderly care within the Family Health Strategy model in Brazil, which may be generalizable to other countries with similar socio demographics.
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	The references are mostly relevant and sufficiently recent. To improve generalizability and demonstrate relevance beyond Brazil, the authors may consider citing comparative studies from other LMICs, such as:
