The authors should either incorporate them in the text or delete them from the list.

	Optional/General comments


	The paper is well written and referenced. However, the section on gender-based disparities in access to agricultural knowledge and resources is the only one that lacks a citation. These section findings concur with Kalovoto et al. 2020, and I recommend that authors reference this section with the publication. It is full citation is:

Also, authors should not introduce new issues in the conclusion and recommendations. They should just write the take home message without introduction, objective or discussing it. Recommendations 1, 3, 4 and 5 can be combined, just like 2 and 6 to have two relevant recommendations based on the study findings.
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
