The types of studies to be included (e.g., cohort studies or case series with ≥3 participants) are not mentioned, despite being a crucial element in systematic review protocols. Additionally, the knowledge gap the study aims to address is not clearly highlighted, although it is essential for justifying the review. While the overall wording is sound, the abstract would benefit from a statement explaining how the results may impact clinical practice. It is recommended to enhance the abstract with these elements to strengthen its clarity and professionalism.
