	Yes, the manuscript is scientifically sound and aligns with established knowledge of TNPM. The clinical findings, differential diagnosis, and literature references are appropriate. It correctly avoids unnecessary diagnostics and interventions, showing good clinical judgment. However, adding a short comment about ruling out neonatal herpes and bacterial infection in the discussion would be beneficial.
