I consider this an interesting article that highlights this complication, which, although rare, must be kept in mind. It also guides us on conservative management with general measures to resolve it. Pulmonary tuberculosis continues to be the great mimicker; the CT image was highly suggestive of a malignant lesion, both due to the characteristics of the spiculated mass's edges and the patient's age. On the CT, it appears that the lesion is located slightly distant from the bronchial wall. My questions are: 1. Was the pulmonary mass easily accessible with EBUS? 2. How many samples were taken? 3. Were the biopsies taken trans tracheally or trans bronchially? 4. Did you consider taking lymph node biopsies following mediastinal lymphatic mapping?
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
