	It is mostly comprehensive and describes a rare clinical entity. However,

i) The abstract structure is somewhat haphazard. Structuring the abstract in different subheadings would improve readability
ii) Conclusion line is missing

iii) Improvement in language for a more professional manuscript is required. For eg: “The patient presented with a non-tender, multinodular firm thyroid swelling with fullness on the right side of the neck.” Could be rephrased as “The patient presented with a firm, non-tender, multinodular thyroid swelling and noticeable fullness in the right cervical region.”
	

	Is the manuscript scientifically, correct? Please write here.
	It is scientifically correct. However, some modifications are recommended:
1- Introduction: It is too brief, with no citations mentioned in the section. The objective of the case report is not clearly stated. Adding sentences regarding the anatomy of carotid sheath and why the tumors associated in this area are significant, would improve its contribution to the literature.
2- Case Presentation: Clinical history is not taken properly, no past medical history is mentioned, no mentioning of any deleterious habits or any comorbidities are mentioned. Intraoperative procedures , any challenges faced intraoperatively is not mentioned. Elaborating the histopathology would improve readability.
3- Discussion: It is very brief and lacks critical comparison with the available literature. Mentioning differential diagnosis of the lesion and discussing its diagnostic dilemma would be beneficial to the literature. Adding a line of the clinical significance would be beneficial.
4- Conclusion: Mentioning the limitations of this case report and a “take home message” would improve its readability.
