	Overall, a nice presentation. The following points need attention:

1. VT scores are not mentioned/described in the discussion. As many readers (even general cardiologists) may not be familiar with the term 'VT scores', its mention in the title may be confusing. 2.  Acronyms/Abbreviations;
Some acronyms/abbreviations (eg. VT, RBBB) descriptions (or expanded forms) are repeated. Acronym AV is only first described under 'Introduction' and its expanded version is missing in the abstract. Some may not be commonly known (eg. ESC, AHA/HRS) and may need an explanation. Some are commonly used and recognizable ( eg. ECG, QRS, PR) and may be left undescribed.
3. Reference are heavy for a case report, but they appear appropriate.
3. Doi's are missing in the references -  most current medical manuscripts have 'doi's' listed - they allow for permanent retrieval of the referenced manuscript.
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
