· Sampling: There is no explanation of how the samples such as MSME owners, policymakers, or financial institutions are selected. No sample questions or thematic areas are provided. Though the text mentions statistical tools, none are named or used
· Analysis: The analysis is purely descriptive with no inferential statistics or hypothesis testing, reduces the robustness of conclusions. Results are not aligned with the objectives of the study. 
· Missing Citations: Not all claims are supported by citations e. g. in abstract “In line with its commitment to supporting small enterprises, the MSME Ministry extended the validity of the Udyog Aadhaar Memorandum from December 31, 2021, to June 30, 2022” 
MSMEs are crucial in promoting exports, as they contribute to about 48% of the country’s total exports (see “ The Role of MSMEs in India”) 
These claims must be supported by proper source of information. 
None of the figures used in the report are supported by the source.
· Conclusion should be explicitly tied to the data presented. Some statements are assertive without evidence, e.g. “This trend highlights that MSMEs predominantly function with lower capital investments...”  
“Significant barriers to scaling…” 
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	References are not sufficient. Many references are dated early 2000s. Only two sources from post-2020 are cited
