However, the methodology and results presented in this study are based on conventional techniques like reverse osmosis and coagulation. Please clarify whether nanomaterials were actually used in this study, and if so, specify how and where they were applied.

Figures 1 and 2 are not cited in the main text.

Some references appear to be missing. Please review the manuscript thoroughly and ensure that all cited claims and data are appropriately referenced.

4.
Is this a qualitative or quantitative study? The authors mention the use of LC-MS and GC-MS for quantitative analysis. Please include the relevant data obtained from LC-MS and GC-MS in the article or as supporting documents.
