	· The author had recorded in total, 98 herbaceous species distributed among 32 families and 74 genera. However, no checklist of these plant species was attached in the manuscript. It would be good for scientific community if such plant list is given in tabular form along with family.
· The overall manuscript may be written is simple past tense. It was observed sometimes in present tense which has been indicated and commented in the manuscript (may refer it)

· The comparison of plant species diversity with other similar studies has not been made. The author may compare the herbaceous diversity with other available literatures of similar environmental setup to have a general idea of its richness.

· Site wise comparison of herbaceous flora could have been done which is missing even though the author has sampled flora from five sites such as Mvan, Nkolbisson, Municipal Lake, Bastos and University of Yaounde I.

· Many comments are highlighted in the manuscript. The author is asked to incorporate all of them to make manuscript more scientific.
