	Two major works on land governance in Africa are worth consulting: La situation foncière en Afrique à l'horizon 2050 (Alain Durand Lasserve - 2012) and Le foncier rural dans les pays du Sud (JP Colin et al - 2022).
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	The presentation of similar studies from other countries in the tables is excellent, making detailed analysis unnecessary. The structure of the document is methodologically rigorous. However, there is a lot of repetition in the manuscript, which makes it rather tedious to read. In addition, there is no prior presentation of Ghana’s land tenure system, and in particular its shortcomings in terms of gender mainstreaming. Also, the understanding of land tenure security in the context of this study is not specified and the recommendation are too general to be relevant. 
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
