	Using a mixed-methods approach, the research surveyed 100 respondents (51% male, 49% female; 53% aged 10–14)  while 99% of respondents recognized CSA’s consequences (e.g., pregnancy, disease), qualitative data showed low awareness of reporting mechanisms, with cases often concealed due to stigma or corruption… The study lacks clarity regarding the distribution of age groups and does not sufficiently address gender disparities. While existing research consistently highlights that females represent the majority of abuse victims, the sample fails to reflect this reality. Additionally, the absence of reported cases of male child sexual abuse weakens the comprehensiveness of the findings and does not adequately support the topic under consideration.
