 However, there are instances when assistance and clarity might have been enhanced.  Certain phrases are too lengthy and convoluted, which may obscure the intended message for the reader, as not everyone is a native English speaker.  Articulating things as concise, succinct phrases would enhance reading.  There are sporadic grammatical problems, including subject-verb agreement and punctuation, however they do not significantly impede comprehension.  The document requires revisions to enhance the writing style and eliminate redundancy in the material.

	The authors have sufficiently addressed significant problems, including technology limits, teacher training, ethical considerations, and equitable access in the review.  The need for extensive and empirical research is undoubtedly legitimate and accurately represents the current status of the field.
 Recommendations for further enhancement include greater simplicity of the language, integration of more contemporary empirical research, and provision of more comprehensive instruction on practical use for instructors.
