	The abstract needs significant improvement. The authors should highlight or mention the research problem clearly. Currently, the abstract lacks important details such as the methodology, key findings, and the implications of the findings. I suggest revamping the entire abstract.

	The writing is too unclear. The authors did not explain the full process, particularly in the methodology section. Additionally, the content does not adequately reflect the title's focus.

	

	Are the references sufficient and recent? If you have suggestions of additional references, please mention them in the review form.
	The references are insufficient. Every factual statement should be supported by concrete citations; otherwise, the content lacks credibility.

Additionally, many key citations should be from recent studies (at least within the last five years, from 2021 onward), which are largely missing in this work. Too many outdated references were used.
	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?


	The entire manuscript requires review due to inconsistencies in writing. For example, the terms 'students' and 'pupils' are used interchangeably despite having the same meaning - maintaining consistency would improve readability and flow.

The language does not meet academic writing standards. The authors should revise the writing style to eliminate informal expressions.

Repeatedly writing out abbreviations (e.g., 'virtual reality (VR)') is unnecessary. After the initial definition, the abbreviated form alone suffices.


	

	Optional/General comments


	The author should give more attention into writing a manuscript that at par to publication. Some serious mistakes need to overcome before publishing is consider:

1. There are several wrongly written citations detected such as "(Córdova Pou Gonzalo, 2023)", "(Krakowsky, n.d.)", "(Abbas et al., n.d.)", "(Anne and Nicolasora, n.d.)", and "(Serrett, n.d.)".

2. There is an incomplete sentence in the introduction: "VR is thus an ecumenical solution to classroom learning support and behavioral problem treatment...".

3. The introduction is missing the study's motivation. It lacks sufficient content about Behavioral Issues in the Classroom Setting and does not provide enough explanation for adopting virtual reality in the manuscript.

4. The subtopics are inconsistent in writing style, especially the unnecessary use of abbreviations in subtopic headings.

5. The content in subtopic "9. VR-AN EDTECH INNOVATION" should be placed in subtopic 6 instead.

6. Many formatting errors hinder the reading flow, including missing spaces in the text and incorrectly written citation formats.

7. The virtual reality section is too insufficient. Besides insufficient justification for adopting virtual reality, the authors also failed to mention the challenges or limitations of implementing virtual reality, which is a crucial aspect in education.

8. The overall writing lacks smooth transitions between subtopics, which hinders the reading flow and understanding.
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
