Phrases like “national platforms like Photodentro, e-Class, and the Digital School portal” could be condensed to “national digital platforms” to streamline the abstract.

1. Condense repetitive sections, particularly in the historical and infrastructure descriptions, to improve readability and focus.

2. Clarify the methodology used for the case studies specify whether they are based on field research, interviews, or secondary sources.

3. Incorporate quantitative data where possible (e.g., statistics on teacher training, device availability, platform usage) to support key claims.

4. Strengthen the pedagogical foundation by integrating relevant learning theories (e.g., constructivism, TPACK, or SAMR).

5. Include a brief discussion on data privacy, cybersecurity, and ethical considerations, especially given the widespread use of digital platforms in education.
These revisions will improve the manuscript’s clarity, academic rigor, and policy relevance, making it more compelling to both scholarly and practitioner audiences
