	The present study carried out survey with 100 stakeholders, including 60 aquaculture fish farmers, 25 aqua drug and chemical shops, and 15 representatives and technical service officers of different pharmaceutical and feed industries from the selected three upazilas, to collect data using questionnaire-based face-to-face interviews. The major findings included that140 aqua medications and chemicals under various trade names, 16 several branded oxygen enhancers, 16 branded antibiotics, probiotics and 12 obnoxious gas removers and other pesticides were applied in fish ponds. The conclusion from the study is the use of chemicals in aquaculture is expanding rapidly in the Rajshahi region. Most of the farmers have a limited understanding of how to use aqua drugs and the appropriate withdrawal period, which could negatively impact both fish and human health. Authors have varied out broad survey on the use of various kinds of health and beneficial products in fresh water aquaculture of district Rajshahi in Bangladesh. The region authors claimed the region as the most fresh water aquaculture of carps has been carried out. This study brough on the practices followed in inland aquaculture in this region and the measures taken for improving the productivity and health management of fishes.

	1. Authors did not mention that what are the present regulation on the use of health care products in aquaculture and the authority responsible for the implementation.
2. Authors have mentioned to “full fill the objectives of the study” but there is no such objectives were mentioned in the end of introduction where only “gather data” was mentioned. Authors should rethink about the hypothesis of the present study with clear objectives.

3. Regarding data analysis, authors mentioned Microsoft Word and Microsoft Excel were used for creation of tables and charts. This doesn’t called as data analysis. I encourage the authors to subject the data with any possible statistical tool to give a more defined output which can be plotted as charts or tables. A comparable analysis maybe carried out between three geographical locations on various aspects.
4. Section 3.1. If possible authors are encouraged to provide complete data on commonly cultured fish species in aquaculture model such as area of ponds, stocking density, water quality parameters, biosecurity measures followed, feed applied, diseases encountered etc…in a supplementary file among the three regions separately in the form of table.
