	The manuscript inconsistently mixes citation styles. In-text citations have been followed  APA format , while the reference list resembles MLA format (e.g., listing publisher names without years in parentheses). References are mostly sufficient and relevant. The inclusion of more recent critical discussions on Lewis, moral virtue theory, or theological literary criticism could strengthen it.
