	1. The article addresses a relevant and timely issue: adopting recycled water for irrigation in Nigeria’s water scarcity and agricultural demands. It successfully links global environmental concerns with national development challenges. The introduction lacks a clear articulation of the research gap and a defined research question or hypothesis. A clearly stated aim or research question would improve the focus of the research paper.

2. It will be better to state objectives explicitly rather than implied in the introduction.

3. The methodological section is the weakest part of the paper.  The paper lacks a clear indication of the criteria for literature selection and Databases

4. Although the paper draws information from diverse and credible sources, some claims lack direct data support.
5. Review of global best practices is its merit, but poor logical flow, redundancy, speculative conclusions without data backing losing the strength.

	The conclusion effectively summarizes the key points, but the phrasing should be more evidence-based. A clear focus on the research gap, the aim of the paper, a better explanation of the methodology (criteria of inclusion/exclusion), data-backed discussion, and integration of current literature could serve as a strong contribution to sustainable water use and agricultural policy literature in Nigeria.

Recommendations are well-convincing and align with well-targeted to the issue and topic, but copying a strategy in a different context, like socioeconomic, cultural, soil condition, and technology, may limit their practical implementation.
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
