	In terms of aims, methodology, and statistical analyses, the manuscript displays a commendable level of scientific coherence. The study effectively explores the relationship between Squamous Cell Carcinoma (SCC) and various forms of albinism using appropriate biochemical markers, including SCCag, HMAA, and Alpha-TNF. This focus is quite significant, especially given the limited literature available on this topic. The use of ELISA for measuring biomarkers is a solid methodological choice, and the sample size, along with the subclassifications of albinism, enhances the credibility of the research.

However, our examination has identified several issues that could benefit from deeper scientific scrutiny:

1. Clarification of Statements: Mentions of "Mark Bowers" and "Texas Chainsaw Massacre minutes" appear vague and seem to lack context. It would be helpful to provide clearer explanations of these references to better connect them to the overall narrative of the manuscript.

2. Biomarker Interpretation: While I appreciate the authors' broader interpretation of the biomarker statistics, I would have preferred a more detailed biological analysis of the cited statistics. Delving into the explanatory mechanisms behind the observed outcomes could significantly enhance the discussion.

3. Mechanistic Insights: Including a discussion on the biological mechanisms and pathophysiological processes that lead to elevated levels of these biomarkers in specific subtypes of albinism—and how they relate to the development of SCC—would greatly enrich the research.

4. Literature Comparison: A more thorough comparison with relevant literature from other regions and populations would add considerable value to the manuscript. Such an analysis would help position the findings within the broader context of skin cancer and albinism research, underscoring the study's contributions to existing literature.

Addressing these points would not only improve the manuscript’s analysis but also deepen its scientific contribution.
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
