	1- In the first paragraph of the introduction: “extensively drug-resistant (XDR-TB), where MDR TB strains are also resistant to at least one fluoroquinolone and one second-line injectable drug, such as kanamycin, amikacin, or capreomycin.[1,2]” 

However, “The updated definition of XDR-TB is: TB caused by Mycobacterium tuberculosis (M. tuberculosis) strains that fulfil the definition of MDR/RR-TB and which are also resistant to any fluoroquinolone and at least one additional Group A drug (Group A drugs are the most potent group of drugs in the ranking of second-line medicines for the treatment of drug-resistant forms of TB using longer treatment regimens and comprise levofloxacin, moxifloxacin, bedaquiline and linezolid).” (Reference: World Health Organization. 6- It would be easier to understand if abbreviations are added.

7- Is “discharge from ICU” meant in the sentence "At the time of discharge her hemoglobin improved to10.5g/dl, PCV to 31.8,% platelet count 21000/mm3, CRP 6.62."

8- “the World Health Organization's 2016 drug-resistant TB guidelines reclassified LZD as one of the four core second-line agents in group C”. This explanation is incorrect according to the 2022 Update. Currently, Linezolid is in Group A.
