	The abstract presents a clear summary; however, it does not explicitly mention key clinical challenges and management strategies that could enhance the reader's understanding.

	1. Some prevalence rates are mentioned, but they lack references to the most recent data. Updating them with newer studies would enhance accuracy.

2. While the case report describes the diagnosis and treatment, there is limited discussion on alternative diagnostic tools or newer treatment approaches beyond conventional anti-tuberculous therapy.

3. The impact of specific immunosuppressive modifications on the patient's prognosis needs further elaboration.

4. The discussion could benefit from a deeper analysis of the immunological mechanisms that led to disseminated TB in this patient.

5. While drug resistance is mentioned, a more detailed discussion on emerging drug-resistant TB strains in transplant recipients would add depth.

6. The final section provides a summary but lacks actionable recommendations for clinical practice.

	The references mostly focus on epidemiology and clinical manifestations, but newer studies on drug resistance patterns, immunosuppressive interactions, and evolving treatment strategies could add depth. The manuscript relies heavily on references from India. Including broader global perspectives, especially from TB-endemic regions with high transplant numbers, would make the conclusions more universally applicable.
	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?


	Some sentences are overly complex or unclear. Simplifying them or ensuring proper punctuation would improve readability.

Eg.1. "The diagnosis and treatment, however remain challenging" → should be "However, the diagnosis and treatment remain challenging."

A thorough proofreading for grammatical corrections, sentence clarity, and academic tone would improve readability.


	

	Optional/General comments


	1. The clinical presentation is detailed; however, additional laboratory and imaging data on differential diagnosis should be included for completeness.

2. Immunosuppressive drug adjustments are briefly mentioned but lack discussion on the rationale behind the selection and modification.

3. Surgical intervention details should include postoperative complications and how they were managed.

4. The discussion provides a solid review of existing literature but does not critically assess how this case differs from previously reported cases
