1. The review is written well and equipped with nice figures; it can be published with minor corrections and correcting grammatical errors.

2. More information about precision medicine should be incorporated. The recently published same type of article title, “Drug-microbiota interactions: an emerging priority for precision medicine,” published in Nature in 2023 can provide more precise and accurate information to improve this article.

3. In Abstract, The line 1 “Diabetes mellitus is a challenge to the health of the public” should be modified as Diabetes mellitus is a challenge to the public.
4. The figure is not mentioned in the text part of the manuscript it should be mentioned in text.

5. Full stop should be used after the reference cited in the text, not before the reference, such as “The impact of diabetes goes beyond the health of individuals, adding greatly to the cost of healthcare,  no productivity, and placing stress on the economy. (3) it should be written as
“Beyond its effects on individual well-being, diabetes substantially increases healthcare expenditures, reduces productivity, and burdens the economy (3).


6. Author written here “The International Diabetes Federation (IDF) has estimated that   537 million adults were living with diabetes as of 2021 and is projected to reach 783 million by 2045. (2).” In this line, two full stops are used; it should be avoided.
7. The author  has shown a very beautiful figure in the manuscript, but has not mentioned the source of the figure, whether it is created or taken from another publication. If it is self drawn, kindly tell the name of software.

8. The line looks incomplete or mot appropriate”Type 1 and type 2 diabetes have been reported to experience  Gut dysbiosis, even though the mechanism of action differs in each of them. (10)”.
9. Paragraphs are not justified and figure 8 is very compressed.

10. The conclusion section should be extended with more significant  and precise information.
