	i. Abstract

The abstract has clearly articulated the objective of the paper, raised the challenges bedeviling TVET in Bangladesh, and clear solutions. These revelations helped to clarify the TVET ecosystem in Bangladesh and provided practical suggestions for matching employable skill development to market demands. The researcher had little effort to describe data collection strategies with no emphasis on the target population, sampling strategies and no specification of which part of Bangladesh because the country is very large to research. Besides, there is little comparison of Bangladesh and other states in Asia and other parts of the world on the same matter. 

ii. Introduction 

The introduction is well done. However, the background of your study has no global comparison from global to local overview. Bangladesh is not an isolated country, therefore global overview should be considered by the researcher since any research can act a basis for policy reforms globally. Besides there was little emphasis on how TVET in Bangladesh has been integrated to into the regular educational system and its benefits to the economy. There should be a clear comparison between what is being done practically and what the Bangladesh TVET policy stipulates.
The researcher needed to clearly highlight the essence of the national policies such as the Education Policy 2010 and the National Skills Development Policy (NSDP) to Bangladesh education system. According to the researcher the country has several obstacles in converting these policy goals into practical and expandable procedures fairly articulate. Looking at your citations seems up to date based. Include more clear policy reforms the Bangladesh government has put in place to enhance TVET education by mainstreaming TVET in Bangladesh to overcome Gaps Between Policy and Practice.

iii. Statement of the problem

The statement of the problem was lacking, as this is what clarifies the essence of carrying out the research under study. 

iv. Objectives 

The purpose of the study and specific objectives of your research are well articulated. However those objectives seem to be many. It is advisable to use at least three objectives as the remaining ones can be merged in the three objectives.

v. Literature review

Just like any other research, it is best practice to review literature from global to local. The scholar used comprehensive and up to date literature review. In order to close the gap between theory and practice, they stress the necessity of demand-driven courses and organized apprenticeship programs. However the researcher needs to include more strategies highlighted in the abstract and introduction to make it more concrete. 

The scholar should include more supportive and accurate literature establish more indicators how what is done does not go in tandem with the policy framework of Bangladesh mainstreaming to overcomes challenges. The research is fairly current based on the literature used; however the researcher needs to critic by giving their personal view or support the citations in order to create new knowledge. Social perception and student motivation is well done.
vi. Methodology

The methodology is well articulated. However the researcher had little effort to describe data collection strategies with no emphasis on the target population, sampling strategies and no specification of which part of Bangladesh because the country is very large to research. No clarity of the pilot, validity and reliability of the study. The researcher used a well-conceived idea of how governance and policy implementation using diagrams to shows various gaps and challenges in Bangladesh TVET education system which is a plus to the research analysis.

vii. Conclusion and recommendations

The research is well concluded and recommended. However the conclusion is wordy, I recommend a summary of the same to be actionable, otherwise it is difficult for the policy makers and users of your research to pick points intended easily for policy decisions.  Besides the conclusion should not have citations but remain a researcher’s summary of the findings, recommendations and expert view of research under study. No evidence of ethical consideration as a key ingredient in research.
