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	This study aimed to determine the effectiveness of the Project RARE (Read and Read Everyday) in enhancing reading performances of learners in Namaltugan Elementary School. Descriptive statistics such as mean and rank were used in the study to process the data gathered. Based on the findings, the implementation of Project RARE led to a significant improvement in literacy skills among intermediate pupils, as evidenced by the substantial increase in posttest scores across various reading performance categories.
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
